Description of Initiative

In October 2018, the City will launch a portion of an enterprise-wide, online portal allowing customers to apply online for licenses issued by PLI. As part of the configuration of the online portal, PLI is working to standardize and update Title VII.

PLI enforces the majority of Title VII of the Pittsburgh City Code relating to business, amusement, and trade licenses. 

Title VII mandates provisions for all license holders, ensuring that licensees are compliant in their City taxes, properly insured, conform to zoning codes, as well as conforming to the minimum qualifications for each license. 

The changes in Title VII include the following changes:
1. Removal of any codified license fees, and instead reference a Fee Schedule posted by the Department;  
2. Clarify language to ensure standardized treatment of business, amusement, and trade licenses;
3. Addition of a new trade license, a Fire Suppression Contractor, requiring said licensee to be connected with any permit issued by PLI for fire suppression systems;
