Description of Initiative
The City wants to participate in the construction and obtain ownership of a cover over a depressed section of I-579 between Centre Ave and Bigelow Blvd and open green space and certain other improvements over such cover and adjacent property. The US DOT awarded SEA a TIGER Discretionary Grant to be applied toward the construction of the I-579 Cap project. PennDOT has agreed to assist in the receipt of such funds from the FHWA. The City will be collaborating with SEA and PennDOT on the division of construction and administrative responsibilities.
