Description of Legislation
Providing for the issuance of a warrant in favor of Metals Treatment Technologies 2, in the amount of $61,657.07, for emergency remediation services at the Pittsburgh Bureau of Police Firing range; and providing for the payment of the costs thereof.

This is considered an emergency because by exceeding the capacity of rounds fired as recommended by the EPA, the firing range runs the risk of lead leeching into ground water, and the Bureau of Police will have to shut down the range until remediation occurs.  A PBP recruit class started April 9, 2018 and will not be able to complete firearms training until the range is functional. The Department of Public Works was unaware of the requirement as the operational request for remediation was contained in a larger capital request completed by the Pittsburgh Bureau of Police, which was not approved.
