Description of Legislation
The Mayor and City Council are committed to creating policies and standards that eliminate the discrimination of persons with disabilities. The current focus is setting a standard for prioritizing the entrances of buildings as a mandatory renovation when the building is already undergoing other renovations. The power to formalize this change rests with the Pennsylvania Department of Labor & Industry. This resolution is the first step in the process. 

This resolution urges the State of Pennsylvania’s Department of Labor and Industry to adopt more progressive and inclusive accessibility standards through the Uniform Construction Code (UCC). Specifically, to adopt a standard that prioritizes the entrances of buildings as a mandatory renovation when the building is already undergoing other renovations.
