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PROJECT NAME: Connection @ South Side

1) What was the previous permitted use for this property?
Historically, the site operated as a steel mill. Recently, within the past 24 years, the Urban Redevelopment Authority converted the site to a vacant open space. Currently, part of the site has been converted into a surface parking lot for the adjacent owner, The University of Pittsburgh.
2) What is the proposed use for the property?
The proposed use is a surface parking lot, 1-story parking deck, and a 5-story multi-family residential apartment building.
3) How is green stormwater mitigation being integrated into the proposed project?
Part of the building’s roof will be dedicated to a green roof.
4) Will the development result in a net positive or net negative change in stormwater flow?
The proposed development will result in a decrease in stormwater flows.  This will be managed through the subsurface retention basin located under the surface parking lot.  Accounting for the subsurface retention basin, post-development stormwater flows will be smaller than the pre-development flows.
