Description of Initiative

The Department of Public Safety received $250,000 from the Pennsylvania Commission on Crime and Delinquency’s Gun Violence Reduction Initiative to pay for Operation Ceasefire outreach workers and to fund training. This is a 2-year grant that will expire 9/30/2021. The City received a similar $250,000 PCCD grant in 2018.

The Operation Ceasefire outreach workers will continue outreach to additional zones of the city and to further address violence by expanding the program to include a significant prevention component of outreach and referral aimed toward all at-risk youth and their families.
