Description of Initiative

Resolution authorizing the Mayor and the Director of the Department of Public Safety, on behalf of the City of Pittsburgh, to enter into a grant agreement with the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration (FMCSA) in the amount of $182,803.

This grant will enable the Pittsburgh Bureau of Police - Commercial Vehicle Unit to participate with other law enforcement agencies to increase the number of roadside inspections, distracted driver and seatbelt compliance checks, and passenger transportation safety checks in the City of Pittsburgh.  The goal of the grant is to reduce the number of crashes involving trucks and buses, reduce the amount crashes caused by distracted drivers, and to increase compliance with the seat belt law.  The Federal Motor Carrier Administration will provide a maximum of $182,803 over a two-year period for the costs associated with enforcement efforts.  The City of Pittsburgh's local match of $27,420 will be met through the on-duty salaries for two police officers assigned to the Commercial Vehicle Unit.
