Description of Initiative

Resolution amending Resolution No. 653 of 2018 , authorizing the Mayor and Director of Public Safety to enter on behalf of the City of Pittsburgh into a an amended Professional Services Agreement or Agreements with InTime Solutions, Inc. for EMS and Police scheduling and timekeeping services at a total cost not to exceed $863,525.

The contract needs to be amended to authorize InTime to develop an interface to automatically upload EMS’ payroll time and attendance data into the new Ceridian system. The cost of developing the tool is a one-time fee of $15,000 with $3,000 annually for maintenance in 2020 and 2021. 

Additionally, this amendment adds Police timekeeping and scheduling to the contract. Police was included in the initial proposal and is now ready to be implemented.
