Resolution authorizing and directing the Chief of the Bureau of Police to form an Accreditation Task Force to study the current available options and related costs for professional accreditation for the Pittsburgh Bureau of Police.  
Whereas, this ordinance is part of the Jordan Miles Public Safety Reform Agenda.

Whereas, the voluntary application of professionally developed accreditation standards helps to assure best practices of police bureaus; and 
Whereas, Section 116.02(d) of the City Code requires the Chief of Police to oversee the Bureau accreditation process, to supervise the accreditation manager and related staff or committee and to assure the attainment of police accreditation and reaccredidation. 
Now therefore, be it resolved by the Council of the City of Pittsburgh as follows:

Section 1.
The Chief of the Bureau of Police is authorized and directed to create an Accreditation Task Force to study the current available options and costs associated with obtaining professional accreditation for the Pittsburgh Bureau of Police.

Section 2.
The Accreditation Task Force shall consist of the Chief of Police, the Director of Public Safety or his designee, the City Solicitor or his designee, the Director of Finance or his designee, City Council member chairing the Committee on Public Safety Services, and the City Council member chairing the Committee on Human Resources.  
Section 3.
The Accreditation Task Force shall meet at least monthly and author a recommendation regarding a choice of professional accreditation and related costs needed to complete the process by December 31, 2010.
