WHEREAS, in 2012, Kyle was appointed as a New York Live Arts Resident Commissioned Artist, and he was
named a 2012 Ford Fellow, 2013 MacArthur Fellow, and 2015 City Center Choreographer in Residence; and,

WHEREAS, Kyle currently serves as a visiting professor in residence at UCLA and the Artistic Director for
his company, Abraham.In.Motion; and,

WHEREAS, his choreography has been presented in cities in the United States and countries around the world,
including New York City, Los Angeles, San Francisco, Montreal, Italy, Sweden, France, Jordan, Ecuador,
Ireland, Japan, and at several venues in his hometown of Pittsburgh; and,

WHEREAS, Kyle is known for critically acclaimed choreographic performances that relate to personal
experiences, including Another Night, Untitled America, The Serpent and The Smoke, and Dearest Home, and
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he choreographed the feature-length film, The Book of Henry; and,

WHEREAS, Kyle and Abraham In Motion will be performing a trio of choreographic works in Pittsburgh: The
Quiet Dance, Absent Matter, and The Gettin’, all of which portray racial injustice, personal identity, and
