WHEREAS, the Pittsburgh Irish Festival has become one of the nation's finest Irish-American festivals and
the most comprehensive exhibit of Irish music, lore and dance in the region, attracting 25,000 people each year;

WHEREAS, the Pittsburgh Irish Festival will celebrate its 20th Anniversary with 3 days of events that will
include dancing , music and literature with Irish music legends, Irish dance demonstrations and instructions , an
Irish Dog Workshop, a Pipes Workshop, Children's Activities, the Pittsburgh Police Emerald Society Pipes and
Drum Band and a Gaelic Mass; and,
WHEREAS, the Pittsburgh Irish Festival will also feature weavers, historians, lace
makers, storytellers, Gaelic symbol drawing and harp and whistle demonstrations to fulfill their commitment to
provide entertaining and educational interaction for families  ;and,
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Council of the City of Pittsburgh does hereby commend
the Pittsburgh Irish Festival for fulfilling its mission to raise awareness in the region of Irish culture and for
celebrating 20 years of bringing Pittsburghers together to celebrate their Irish heritage.
