Whereas, the Young Preservationists will host the Pittsburgh Regional Youth Heritage Festival, a program of
interactive workshops, thematic tours, and keynote addresses by President and CEO Bill Strickland of
Manchester Bidwell Corporation and Esther Bush, CEO, Urban League of Pittsburgh, on October 11, 2008 at
the Senator John Heinz History Center; and
