WHEREAS, Helen Baney has served 32 years on the Allentown Senior Board, where she is currently
Secretary; and,

WHEREAS, Helen Baney has repeatedly aided St. George Church's community efforts in Allentown, serving
faithfully as Secretary for the PTG for St. George High School throughout the 1960's, and serving on the
committee to paint the inside of the Church, and having worked tirelessly to raise money to redo the World War
IT plaque on the side of the Church; and,
