Whereas, the Ministry helps provide individuals and their families with food, shelter, clothing, counseling,
mentorship, employment, criminal justice advocacy as well as spiritual guidance as they seek to overcome their
troubled pasts and reintegrate into society; and

Volunteer' for the local Jefferson Awards of Public Service for 2011; and

Whereas, the Aftercare Jail and Prison Ministry will celebrate its 2nd Anniversary, a night of food, fund and
