THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Council of the City of Pittsburgh does hereby commend
Sol Gross on his commitment to the POW/MIA effort and is proud to be a part of the national effort to remember
our POWs and MIAs; and,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Council of the City of Pittsburgh does hereby declare Tuesday,
September 16 , 2014, to be “NATIONAL POW/MIA RECOGNITION DAY ” in the City of Pittsburgh.
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
