Whereas, October 8th, 2005, the YWCA of Greater Pittsburgh held their 6th annual Pink Ribbon Luncheon and
fashion show at Marriott City, an event that is dedicated to raising Breast Cancer Awareness in the Pittsburgh
region. There were over 450 women who attended; and

Whereas, on average, 33 women are diagnosed with and 6 die of breast cancer daily in Pennsylvania, making it
the leading killer in the state among women between the ages of 35 and 54; and
