Street to College Street, 5866 Ellsworth Avenue, 5876 Ellsworth Avenue, 5882 Ellsworth Avenue, 5884 Ellsworth
Avenue, 5888 ½ Ellsworth Avenue, 5894 Ellsworth Avenue and 5890 ½ Ellsworth Avenue. Also included are all corner
properties.
